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Discussion Session: Wednesday, March 3rd
ELI events are designed to be highly interactive and collaborative experiences, encouraging attendees to engage in collective knowledge building and discussion. During planned discussion breaks, these prompts may assist in expanding knowledge of the program content. If your room includes a whiteboard or large pads of paper, you might consider capturing key concepts on the paper and hanging them around the room as artifacts of group discussion or collecting them in a wiki. Group facilitators may use this document to record comments and key ideas from group members and reflect the growing transcript of the group’s discussion and discovery. 

	Consider a Carousel Activity

Brainstorming carousels are an active, engaging way to survey attendees and quickly capture collective content.  Instead of asking the whole group questions, consider dividing your group into three distinct groups. Using the top three questions in each section, assign each group to rapidly brainstorm their responses on a sheet of paper or a large pad of paper. After 7 minutes, yell, “Switch!” and each group will rotate to a new question, leaving their sheet behind and adding their content to the previous group’s responses. Conduct one final switch, allowing each team to comment on each question. With the remaining time, have each team synthesize and report the key ideas from all groups for their final question. 

If time remains, consider a group discussion of the final questions in the chart.
