“What can you do to help?”

“Net neutrality is the single most important consumer issue in this country that nobody knows about.” (Ben Scott, Free Press)

The single most important thing that anyone concerned about preserving net neutrality can do is to talk about it, and talk about it some more. There is a tremendous need to educate the general population about this issue, and most important to get our community leaders involved and talking to Congress. As a member of EDUCAUSE you understand how the Internet works and what is at stake. As a member of your campus community, the single most effective way to get the necessary legislation passed is to get your President to meet with your State Senator or Congressional Representative and express the importance of this issue for your campus. The next best thing is to get them to write a letter. The EDUCAUSE Networking Policy Council has put together a sample letter (http://www.educause.edu/ir/library/word/CSD4579.doc) that can be used as a guide. We hope you find it helpful.
