Marketing Campaigns – Phishing Goes Life-Size in 2009
Goal: increase student awareness of phishing messages, get uses to refrain from giving away their passwords via email

Theme: victims and villains – real students pose as either a phishing victim or a phishing villain

Implementation: 

1. set up photo shoots 

· get written permission to use their photos in campaign

· use seamless if you have access to it for background, otherwise choose as plain a background as possible

· keep poses fairly simple for easier cut-out work later

2. Photoshop out background

· Outline the student’s figure with black border

· thick borders allow excess room for slips of the cutting tool

3. Print out on plotter paper to life-size

· 5-6 foot plots for average figure, additional footage needed for speech bubble) 
4. Mount on thin foam core to provide 3D effect 
· Use 3M Scotch Wrinkle-free Acid Free, photo safe glue sticks with the white cap. 
· It goes on clear and dries clear.  Make sure you get the white cap, not the purple cap.
i. Of all the glues and glue sticks we tried (many!), these are the best for not wrinkling, permanence, and being able to reposition paper immediately after attaching to 3/16-inch foam core

ii. Hard to find, we located it most frequently at Target.  Order online if you can: GTIN(UPC/EAN) : 0 00 51131 85930 2, www.ScotchBrand.com – search on “scotch glue stick white cap permanent adhesive”
· Foam core: 32-inch x 40-inch x 3/16-inch, about $5.50 each. Need two pieces for each life size poster

i. We purchased our foam core at Texas Art Supply:  http://www.texasart.com/g1270/Uniwood-Fome-Cor-Board.htm
ii. Search on UNIWOOD Fome-Cor Board if buying locally or online

5. Install in high traffic student areas, with accompanying 8.5 x 11 or larger poster with URL, rest of message.

· secure building permission where required

Tips
To drop out background, use the magnetic lasso tool (shown here in Photoshop Elements).  Outline your figure, select inverse and delete the background.
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Next outline your figure.  Use the magic wand tool and click in the now-empty background, select inverse, and then go to edit and select Stroke (Outline), again shown in Photoshop Elements.
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Choose a broad stroke and dark color, like 15px and black.
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Your figure will have a nice, thick boarder to cut through when mounted on the foam core.

Use Scotch Wrinkle Free, Acid Free Glue Sticks with the white cap when mounting plotter paper to foam core.
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After glue is dry (3 hours or more), cut out figure.  Use a sharp, protected blade and a self-healing mat underneath to protect furniture if you don’t have a designated cutting table.  In the photo below, the poster is elevated to show cutting around the black border.  In actuality, the poster was cut laying flat on the table on a self-healing mat.  The cutting tool shown below is an Olfa Heavy Duty Knife with snap-off blades.  We changed blades after cutting every life size poster.  If you use thicker foam core, you will need to change more frequently.  Using sharp blades makes the cutting go faster and prevents jagged edges.
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
